There are certain risks that are inherent in any hike or 
other club activity.  These include, but are not limited to, 
weather conditions, trail conditions, ticks, wildlife, plant 
and insect allergens, etc. Each NBATC member, guest, or 
non-member agrees to accept responsibility for his or her 
own safety. Adults who are accompanied by minors agree 
to accept responsibility for those minors. Hike leaders are 
responsible for hike organization, reasonable instruction 
and guidance, and proper documentation. Hike participants 
are responsible for following this reasonable guidance and 
instruction. By signing this form, each hike participant is 
affirming that he/she has read and understands these 
responsibilities.
